Parent Involvement Crucial to Success

One of the most important factors in a child’s success in
school is the involvement of parents or guardians in the
education process. Overall, our parents have attended school
sponsored parent functions in remarkable numbers. Families
totaling approximately 700 people attended both our fall and
spring open houses.

At the seventh and eighth grade levels, we do have formal
conferences that were attended by 35% of the parents.
Teachers use daily planning periods to call or contact parents
for an in-school visit or a phone conference. At the end of this
school year, approximately 60% of our 7th and 8th grade
parents had individual contact with teachers regarding their

son's or daughter's progress. Our 2008-2009 PTSA
membership surpassed 500.
Accreditation

Each school within Bedford Public Schools is fully accredited
by the North Central Association (NCA) and the State of
Michigan.  Children are assigned to their neighborhood
school, based upon geographic and transportation boundaries.
Bedford Schools is an “open enrollment” district which allows
the opportunity for elementary children to transfer from one
building to another on. a “first come, first served” basis.
Bedford Public Schools also participate in the Monroe County
Schools of Choice Program (MCSCP). A wide variety of
educational programs are available at all schools to meet the
needs of all children (see Specialized School Programs).

In addition to being accredited by NCA, all schools have also
been “graded” by the Michigan Department of Education
according to guidelines developed through “No Child Left
Behind” and “Education Yes”. :

Student Achievement Status compares Bedford Junior High
School scores to the state-expected minimum growth potential
on all four MEAP tests. (See page 1 of this document)

Indicators of School Performance rate the delivery of the
educational program and curriculum to our students.

Composite Grade finds the average of student achievement
and school performance indicators.

AYP ensures that 95% of our students are MEAP tested and
that each year scores improve adequately within student
subgroups, currently reflecting at least 54% proficiency in
each group. During the 2008-2009 school year the percent
proficient in the total population of students surpassed the
state target of 54% proficient in English Language Arts and
math.

School Improvement Plan Status

The purpose of school improvement is to affect teaching
strategies in order that desired middle school learning
outcomes may be sought, achieved, measured, and
demonstrated by every Bedford Junior High School student in
the areas of academic, social, physical, and emotional growth.
Continuing to focus upon the North Central Association
(NCA) goals emerging from the 1989 and 1990 school
improvement process, we feel the attention we have given to
our whole educational program has proven effective in several
ways. First, the curriculum, which has always been driven by
students' needs, has taken on a more focused direction.
Second, the strategies, which our former school improvement
planning had dictated, reinforce the words structure and
consistency throughout our school day.

This school year we have taken -another step toward NCA
Performance Accreditation by enhancing the Student Profile, a
collection of surveys and data that supports the integration of
our five (5) target goals. Carcer Pathways strategies have been
implemented 100% in both grades in order to set the stage for
“Transitions” Endorsement in the future. Our last NCA Team
visit (March, 2001) was successful with all target goals judged
as exemplary.

The effective delivery of the curriculum to our students is the
focus of our school improvement target goals. It is our
intention to continue to establish more teaching teams through
the integration of subject areas, to enable abstract concepts to
become tangible through continued enhancement of hands-on
learning, and to apply the strategies and hardware associated
with technological instruction wherever possible.

The Student Profile, a graphic representation of five years of
student achievement data, was updated in January of 1994,
March of 2004, May of 2008, and April of 2009. The data
continues to demonstrate continued positive growth in all
target areas.

Points of pride at Bedford Junior High School

® NCA: Our faculty, parents, and students are part of the
North Central Association of Schools and Colleges
School Improvement Accreditation process. We are in our
sixth year of “Performance Accreditation” and expect a
district NCA School Improvement visit in the winter of
2009-2010. Progress is continual and positive regarding
our five target goals. All Bedford Junior High School
students will: 1. become proficient in expository and
narrative reading and writing across the curriculum; 2.
improve their science knowledge and investigative skills;
3. increase math proficiency in problem solving and
mental arithmetic; 4. improve expository reading and
writing skills in social studies; 5. improve technology
skills and the integration of all State technology
benchmarks at the seventh and eighth grade levels; 6. be
responsible in their behaviors.

® National Junior Honor Society: Membership in this
student-initiated learning opportunity retained 15 males
and 46 females or 22% of the Eighth Grade class. Fifty

percent of the students who are invited to induction, based
upon the retention of a 3.5 GPA and further
demonstration of outstanding leadership, character, and
community service, commit to this organization. School
service projects initiated and managed by N.J.H.S.
leadership over the last two years have included Adopt-A-
Road (Summerfield); Box Tops for Education; Pop Tabs

" to benefit Ronald McDonald House; Holiday Community

Food Drive; “Light the Night” $1,500 for cancer research;
sucker sales to support the purchase of BJHS vocabulary
books; “Relay for Life” team raised $8,300 and $10,000
respectively for cancer research; “Shamrocks Against
Dystrophy” fundraising; “Race for Freedom”; Bedford
Trade Fair; Bedford Senior Center; “Community Days at
Carr Park; maintaining the Friendship Gardens; HAC
technology assistance for parents at Open House; Bronco
Round-Up;  “Homeroom Helpers”; Varsity football
concessions and clean-up; babysitting service for
PTA/PTSA meetings; “Walk for the Cure”; twice
monthly volunteerism at the Toledo Food Bank; blankets
for newborn infants; God Works — feeding the homeless;
$1,700 raised for Extreme Home Makeover family; raised
$4,000 by hosting the Bedford Junior High School
“Carnival for Troy”, our seventh grade student with
cancer.

BJHS Student Council represents the student body in
school activities, school government, school spirit, and
community action. Officers are elected by the students;
homeroom representatives are self-selected. 25 males and
75 females or 10% of the student body work
collaboratively to plan agendas and events. Projects and
fund raisers over the past two years have included: five
all- school parties; Adopt-A-Road (North Jackman);
“Walk for the Cure”; “Hats Off Day” for Cystic Fibrosis;
Adopt-A-Youth Christmas Program; Bedford Senior
Center; BJHS creek clean-up; Bead sales to support the
purchase of BJHS vocabulary books; raise $4,000 by
hosting the Bedford Junior High School “Carnival for
Troy”, our seventh grade student with cancer.

The Physical Education Classes: raised $3,500 for the
childhood Diabetes Foundation by selling “Sneakers”
within the school.

Professional Learning Communities: Completed the
examination of Failure is Not an Option (A. Blankstein)
through, Chapter 5, school vision. Qur Vision -
Bedford Junior High School Students... Organized...
Responsible... Respectful...Proficient.

Successful MEAP Reading and Writing Strategies:
Students, both general and special education, who have
not become proficient in reading or writing or both, are
placed in a MEAP Test-Taking class, Reading and
Writing Skills for Life. In addition, these students are
given a MEAP Test Smart Class during homeroom for the
first six weeks of both their seventh and eighth grade
years. Finally, each of these students is enrolled in a
summet enrichment class in both English Language Arts
and math (if deficient in math-MEAP proficiency). We
have completed the fifth year of offering these strategies
and our MEAP results in the sub groups of special
education and economically disadvantaged have



surpassed the criteria each year for achieving Adequate
Yearly Progress (AYP) on the MEAP assessment.

BJHS Report Card Grade=A: Even though our MEAP
scores have always been healthy and appreciably above
the state average, it is no longer just “okay” to have
“good” scores each year. According to national and state
guidelines under No' Child Left Behind, every school
building must make calculated growth beyond the year
before. This growth, or slope, is a factor in the Report
Card Grade given to each school building. We are
pleased that our Report Card Grade is an “A” (84%),
determined by the average of the Indicators of School
Performance, and the following subject area proficiency
scores: Math — A (99.6%); Social Studies — A (92.3%);
English Language Arts — B (84.9%); Science — A
(92.6%); Overall Achievement — A (92.4%), an increase
of 2% from 2007-2008.

Bedford Junior High School makes AYP!:  Every
school District and every school building in the State
must make MEAP AYP (Adequate Yearly Progress)
every year, as well as make adequate positive slope as
described above. Making AYP is a huge accomplishment
because it means that the school population is divided into
several groups of students that must perform in an equal
fashion. First, 95% of the student body must actually be
tested. Second, at least 54% of the general population of
students must score in the proficient range in Math and
English Language Arts. Third, in a building of our size,
where there are at least 50 students in the Special
Education population and at least 50 students in an
economically disadvantaged group, at least 54% of the
students in each group must score in the proficient range
on the same MEAP tests. Our students did it again for the
fifth consecutive year! We are proud of our boys and
girls and of all of their teachers. Hard work brings
excellent rewards.

Students Interact: BJHS counselors and teachers, in
concert with the Francis Family YMCA youth directors,
held weekly workshops for random groups of thirty (30)
eighth grade students at the YMCA for one school day.
All eighth grade students are invited to Students Interact
before the end of the school year. Positive communication
skills, team building, and age-appropriate sharing of
adolescent problem solving scenarios become the focus of
this class, designed to enable students of all peer groups
to come together and recognize each others strengths.
2008-2009 has been our third and most successful year
for this program.

BJHS Continues its Status As A Michigan Blue
Ribbon Exemplary School: Awarded this recognition in
May of 2006, each Blue Ribbon school is responsible for
maintaining its status by continuing to receive high
percentages of proficiency across all skills assessed on the
State proficiency exams (MEAP). In addition, both all
students and those in the sub groups of special education
and economically disadvantaged, must achieve Adequate
Yearly Progress (AYP) in English Language Arts and
math. Finally, a team of administrators and teachers must
participate on at least one Blue Ribbon evaluation
committee during the first five years of Blue Ribbon
status. Bedford Junior High School has fully retained this

honor by fulfilling all criteria over the past three to seven
years.

Our students’ assessment scores over seven years show
promising and continual improvement directly related to
our teachers’ process of collective inquiry and subsequent
application of integrated teaching strategies from all
content areas. Gathering information for the Blue Ribbon
application process encouraged teachers to celebrate their
own and their colleagues’ ingenuity in the classroom, as
they compared innovative lessons that engage students
and encompass curricula.

The State of Michigan recently announced that due to
budget restraints, there will not be a State Blue Ribbon
committee awarding new schools this status until a future
date. Bedford Junior High School teachers, parents and
students have every intention to continue to work
effectively to protect this honor and continue to rise to its
expectations of proficiency.

Michigan Frameworks School Improvement: Each of
our core-content school improvement goals (Science,
Social Studies, English Language Arts, and Mathematics)
have been re-tooled to retain their robust learning
expectations, as well as to include language and strategies
that align each with the District’s process goals. In
addition, teachers continue to work in Professional
Learning Communities to find new and appropriate
classroom strategies that strengthen the Michigan
standards we have found some benchmarks to be weak or
absent from the curriculum that is delivered via
department maps or that of interdepartmental teaching
teams. Through PLC’s, School Improvement teams
continually address the needs of diverse learners in order
to raise student achievement.

The Bedford Junior High School Course Description
Curriculum Guide was updated in January, 2009. This is
our first guide to the complete curriculum produced for
parents and students. Included within this publication is a
short description of each course of study, as well as
corresponding Grade Level Content Expectations
(GLCE’s) or benchmarks, and references to applicable
career pathways.

BJHS Website: We are continually improving our
school’s website with additional links to information that
our parents will appreciate. Again, as a result of the self-
evaluation of our school program against the Michigan
Framework, and within the District’s Strategic Plan, we
felt that we must do more to keep families involved and
informed via the internet, as well as through traditional
mailings and handbooks. Qur parents appreciated the
classroom supply lists that were posted for each teacher:
this was an idea explored and requested by our PTSA.
